Holidays and gifts

In any country, there are special days that are celebrated as holidays. Most of
them are related to religion. Important historical events and a change of seasons are
also celebrated. Often an obligatory part of the holiday is ritual actions - singing or
exchange of gifts. Some images or subjects get a special sense at different nations
on a holiday. For example, the goldfish become a symbol of wealth in the New
Year in China. Sometimes in very different cultures one encounters become the
same holiday symbols. So, Christians decorate the Christmas tree with lights, and
in India, the lights are set to light on a holiday called Diwali. People put on special
dresses and arrange a common feast in the most different parts of the world on
holidays. The arrival of spring dances and games around the “May tree” was
celebrated in ancient times in England. It could be a hawthorn bush or a pillar
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decorated with flowers and ribbons. In the Chinese calendar, New Year falls at the
end of January or early February.

Chinese people living in other countries, keeping the custom of the
homeland, arrange marches with huge dragons, fireworks and lanterns. In the
autumn of 1621 in North America, a group of European settlers arranged a feast in
honour of their first harvest and invited the Indians to share a Thanksgiving feast
with them, as the Indians taught them how to grow local plants. Now, this is the
official “Thanksgiving” holiday, celebrated by the Americans in November. Guests
are invited to it and a traditional dinner with a turkey and a pumpkin pie are
arranged. Famous carnivals from Latin America arose once as a celebration of the
end of the great post before Easter, but later lost religious meaning and became
vivid folk festivals. Carnivals are popular here and there in Europe. And in the

United States, the carnival is held on the Mardi Gras holiday.

They cater for a variety of political views, interests and levels of education. Papers

are generally divided into “quality papers”, or broadsheets, and “popular papers”
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that are half the size of a broadsheet. “Quality papers” are serious with long,
informative articles, which provide their readers with important political and other
news of the day at home and abroad, while “popular papers”, known as “tabloids”,
have a more sensational reporting style and contain more human-interest stories
than news. Tabloids have lots of stories about famous people. They do not report
important world events, if a political story is sensational enough they will report it,
but most of their space is devoted to what only can be described as gossip and
personalities. Film stars’ babies, murder cases, and divorces often take most of
place in their columns. The two most popular British daily newspapers, The Sun
and The Daily Mirror, are both tabloids with circulation of over four million daily
and the Daily Mail, the Daily Sketch with circulation of between one million and
two million. Broadsheets, such as The Times and The Daily Telegraph of London,
The Guardian of Manchester, are not as popular as tabloids. Broadsheets have a lot
of information; some pages report international news. The great majority of these
newspapers are strongly conservative in their politics, but they report fairly fully
on political events, so that an intelligent reader can form some idea of what is
going on in the world. The photos and the headlines are smaller than in tabloids.
But tabloids sell many more copies than broadsheets. For every Englishman who
reads one of the “serious” newspapers there are ten others who read the “popular”
newspapers.

Summary

The text I’'m going to comment on is a fragment from the book Deborah
Swiss and Judith Walker “Women and the Work™. I know little about the authors
but | would suppose that they are interested in psychology because they try to
solve some psychological problems which women face in their lives.

So the subject matter of the book is to describe women’s problems and to find
workable solutions to the balancing act between career, marriage and children.

The information sums up many burning problems concerning career and
children, part-time careers, full-time parents and so on. On the one hand this book
IS mainly devoted to mothers. But on the other hand it will be also important for
husbands and employers.

So let me tell you some words about the plot of the information. First of all
the author underlines that all the material described in the book is based on the
analysis of 902 surveys and 52 personal interviews. Then the authors point out that
nowadays many women have to choose between a profession and a family.

The authors mention that there exists such a paradox: the term working father
IS not even in our vocabulary, because society usually does not demand fathers to
be both good parents and professionals. As for the term working mother it seems
clear to everyone.

The next chapters are devoted to separate women and their life choices. In
chapter one, we learn about Laura Tosi and her ability to combine career and
family successfully. Today she is one of a few female orthopedic surgeons in the
country and a mother of two children. But not all examples are so optimistic.
Sometimes women are penalized for their choice to have children. It is a myth that
it is possible to have everything and at once. Sometimes it is necessary to sacrifice

something otherwise you will get nothing.
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In conclusion the authors give some advice for women who want to coincide
their careers and families.

In my conclusion it is necessary to say that the problems discussed in the
book are very up-to-date. | think that in our country women have the same
problems with families and careers as in the United States. | think that this book
will be interesting first of all for women. While reading they will be able to learn
how to make individual decisions, how not to become angry and frustrated while
coming along different problems. This book may also help them understand that
they are not alone, that it is possible to go public with their personal dilemma. |
believe that psychologist would also find it interesting because some strategies
proposed in the book can be rather useful in their work. What is more this book
may also be helpful for student who study psychology as it can teach them how to
conduct a survey and what questions to include in it.

As for me | am glad that | read at least one chapter of this book, because I

think it may help me in my future work.
