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The program is based on the standard program of industrial practice of students of the medical faculty of higher medical schools, approved by the central methodical cabinet for higher medical education, approved by the head of the Main Administration of the educational institutions of the Ministry of Health of the USSR (01.03.1976) and in full accordance with the curriculum of the medical faculty of Ulyanovsk State University and the curriculum for the course of faculty surgery, designed for Art. fourth course students.


Tasks. The student must acquire and strengthen the diagnostic skills obtained in the university, the methods of studying the patient; continue to learn to clinically interpret the data obtained as a result of the patient's examination; conduct a medical history, familiarize yourself with the sanitary and epidemiological regime and prevent the suppuration of complications in the departments, acquire practical skills in receiving and discharging patients, filling out the passport part of the medical history and drawing up epicures, as well as in the preparation of disability sheets; put into practice the knowledge and skills in providing emergency care in conditions threatening the patient's life; continue to master the basics of deontology in communicating with patients. 

 
Organization and management of practice. 

The surgical practice for students of the 4th year as a doctor's assistant is conducted after the end of the summer examination session within 12 working days. The main base for conducting industrial practice is the department of surgical profile of the UOOKB. The general management of the practice of surgery is carried out by the Department of Faculty Surgery, Ophthalmology and Otorhinolaryngology. The direct management of surgical practice is carried out by the heads of the departments on the basis of which the practice is conducted, as well as the head physician of the hospital and the deputy chief doctor for the surgical part.


The Department of Faculty Surgery, Ophthalmology and Otorhinolaryngology and the Chief Physician of the Department of Health and Social Development of the UOKB make a schedule for conducting the practice in the established form (see Annex 1), which is communicated to the immediate heads of practice (department heads) no later than 1 month before the practice. 


Not later than 1 month prior to the beginning of the practice, the direct managers of the practice get acquainted with the practice program, goals and objectives, the list of practical skills and with the practice documentation (form of a diary, sample of characteristics, credit records). 


The content of the work of students for the period of production practice. 
The purpose of the production practice is to check and consolidate the knowledge gained by students in studying the main theoretical and clinical disciplines; mastering and improving the practical skills acquired in the third and fourth courses in the study of general and faculty surgery. Acquaintance with the organization of medical affairs of specialized surgical departments of the regional clinical hospital, as well as with the basics of the organization of public health services; consolidation of practical skills in health education and training and research work. In order to achieve the goals and objectives of the production practice, the student supervises the 5-6 patients under the supervision of the department head, participates in their survey, makes detours daily, fills out diaries in the medical history, performs medical, diagnostic and other manipulations with the agreement of the prescribing physician. 

During the production practice, the student must participate in the X-ray examination of patients, perform medical and physiotherapeutic procedures prescribed by patients under the guidance of the physician, familiarize themselves with the discharge and storage of medicines, and the procedure for issuing and issuing sheets for temporary incapacity for work.

Student must take part in daily "morning conferences" in the department, in the medical conferences of the hospital; To attend the pathological and anatomical conferences of the department. The student must take an active part in the weekly rounds of the head of the department, on which he is obliged to report the supervised patients to the head of the department or residents. 

During the passage of the surgical practice, the student is obliged to work 24 hours during the emergency duty of the department (it can be 2 days to 12 hours), where the student will be given the opportunity to take part in the preparation of medical documentation upon admission, as well as the first medical help urgent conditions. 

The program of the practice also includes the basics of sanitary education work - individual and group interviews with supervised patients; release of the bulletins, etc.

In his daily work the student is obliged to remember and carry out the basics of deontology - sensitive and attentive to the patient and relatives; inspire the patient with confidence in his speedy recovery and favorable outcome of the disease; to follow the principles of professional ethics and subordination with medical personnel; keep a medical secret; adhere to the form of special clothes, have a neat appearance.

List of reporting documents on practice. The main form of the student's reporting documentation is the practice diary (Appendix 2). In the diary, the student reflects daily work, namely: participation in rounds, five-minute sessions, conferences, conducting diagnostic and therapeutic activities, conducting interviews, presenting the patient at a conference, crawling; reception and discharge of patients; the writing of a phased epicrisis of supervised patients, as well as the number of manipulations. 
In the diary is indicated the name. patient, diagnosis, operation date, performed operation, day after surgery, description of complaints, description of organs and systems (special attention to local status), reflect the dynamics of symptoms - positive, negative, without dynamics. 

In addition, every day in the diary the student should describe in detail one patient according to the generally accepted scheme:

          Under the same scheme, the student reports the patient on a clinical tour. The student must write a diary entry every day. The direct head of practice (head of department) - daily signs in a diary. The teacher of the department of faculty surgery, ophthalmology and otorhinolaryngology, responsible for the practice, periodically checks the diaries and leaves his signature. 

In the diary, a table should be provided (Appendix 3), where the student reflects on a daily basis the number of practical skills completed. The last page of the diary is left for specification (Appendix 4). Characterization is filled by the direct head of practice, certified by his signature, as well as the signature of the chief physician and the seal of the institution on the basis of which the student was practicing.

On the last day of practice, the student passes the test. Students must be presented with a record book and a diary (which includes a report on the number of practical skills and a characteristic). The results of the offset are recorded in the offset record (Appendix 5). After receiving the credit, the diaries are handed over to the department. The diary is kept at the department before the State examinations.
